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A SIXTY-YEAR OLD Atlantis resident 
and a mother with her baby on the back 
were part of hundreds of youngsters, 
school children and older people who 
flocked to the West Coast College’s Open 
Days at its five campuses in the district to 
get information on the college and its 
programme offerings. 

The Open Days initiative was an 
opportunity for those interested in pursu-
ing vocational careers, to see what these 
college offers and allow them to experi-
ence the campus vibe, have face-to-face 
interaction with their future lecturers; and 
enquire about the various forms of finan-
cial aid, sport, cultural and social activi-
ties. 

Members of staff mobilized prospec-
tive students and parents with loud hail-
ing and house-to-house visits in Witsand. 
Hundreds of pamphlets were distributed 
in the community. 

At the campus visitors were intro-
duced to the different programmes. The 
refurbished engineering and electrical 
workshops drew the most attention. Col-
lege staff entertained visitors with music, 
boerewors rolls, coffee and doughnuts.

This is an assessment, NOT a test. 
The results of the assessment will be dis-

cussed with the prospective student and 
his/her parent by a qualified Student Sup-
port Officer. As the college we use reli-
able tools developed by industry leaders 
in career guidance. The student is then 
informed of his or her aptitudes and pos-
sible study entries for whichever careers 
they wish to pursue. 

So, if you fancy yourself as a cook, a 
chef or a waitron; perhaps you enjoy or-
ganising files, correspondence or travel-
ling itineraries; maybe you considered 
going abroad to do au pair work; or you 
have a passion for community work as a

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the symptoms of ADHD. All of this 
was expected. 

After further investigation and 
conversation with learners individu-
ally, in order to determine the precise 
nature of the difficulty they were ex-
periencing, an intriguing trend 
emerged. A large number of students 
reported difficulties with their eyes. 

In fact some students, who were 
referred for other reasons like inatten-
tion, reported that the only reason 
they were having trouble focussing on 
their studies was because they were 
unable to see the work on the board. 

On one campus over 80% of the 
students who were referred because 
they were experiencing difficulties 
with their studies stated that their 
problems were entirely due to a vision 
problem. Many of these students had 
known for some time that their prob-
lems were related to their eyes but 

WEST COAST COLLEGE has re-
cently begun a program to roll out 
support for those of our students ex-
periencing barriers to learning. 

Of course in South Africa almost 
anything can be a barrier to learning. 
Time can be a barrier to learning if 
there isn’t enough of it. Distance can 
be a barrier to learning if adequate 
transport is lacking and so on. 

So we began by trying to find out 
from our campuses which barriers to 
learning appeared to be the most 
common. At first there were few sur-
prises. Some of our students have 
physical barriers and use wheelchairs 
or crutches. 

Some are HIV+ and experience 
side-effects from their medication that 
impact on their studies. A few are 
troubled by specific learning difficul-
ties like dyslexia or disorders of writ-
ten expression. Many appear to have 

they felt that they did not have the 
money to get their eyes tested and 
acquire glasses. 

This was a barrier to learning that 
West Coast College could certainly 
help with. At the time of witing plans 
are being drawn up to arrange for 
those students with vision problems 
to be assessed by optometrists and, if 
necessary, receive glasses. Further-
more, if it appears that there prob-
lems are still not resolved we can also 
arrange for their notes to be printed 
with large fonts or for them to receive 
extra reading time in the exams. 

If we can successfully roll this out 
to our students then a simple thing 
like glasses could make all the differ-
ence to our students and we hope 
that as we move forward with this pro-
ject we will find many more students 
whose barriers to education can, with 
our help, be overcome. 
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COLLEGE management will be focusing 
its attention on the health and wellness of 
its lecturers and staff after about thirty 
officials and members of the Student 
Representative Council (SRC) attended 
an HIV/ AIDS workshop in response to 
the government’s call for every citizen 
“to know its status”. 

The workshop gave participants an 
insight into the government’s own efforts 
to find a cure for the disease, as well as 
its anti-retroviral rollout programme. 

Earlier this year the college in part-
nership with various health promoting 
agencies tested about 500 students during 
a focus week on HIV-Aids on campuses. 
Student Representative Council members 
led the campaign as part of the college’s 
life skills awareness programmes. 

The main aim of the campaign was to 
make students aware of the dangers of 
risky sexual lifestyles and provide coun-
selling services and the option of testing 
ALL level 2 students across the five cam-
puses. In partnership with the National 
Department of Health and other NGOs, 
the objectives of the campaign will be to: 

· create awareness among staff to 
know their HIV status; 

· promote healthy lifestyles and re-
sponsible attitudes towards their 
sexuality; 

· support staff who are infected and 
affected; 

· refer those who are infected with 
increased access to treatment, care 
and support services in their local 
communities. 

The West Coast 
College management 
has committed itself to 
fully participate in the 
HCT campaign in the 
ongoing endeavours to 
prevent the spread of 
the HIV virus. 

Management is 
urging staff and stu-
dents to assist in creat-
ing awareness about 
the need to “know 
your status”.

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TWENTY-TEN Triple Champions 
Vredendal were dethroned of their 
number one status in all codes as the 
curtain fell on the second edition of 
West Coast College’s sports league 
tournament. 

Vredenburg stunned the 2010 cham-
pions on both the rugby and netball 
fields, and the shocker of the day was 
when a full-strength Victorians Girls Soc-
cer team could not even overcome a 
seven-member girls team from 2011 
League Champions Malmesbury. 

The only exception was the Atlantis’ 
Soccer Boys who retained their Finals 

Trophy but this time added the League 
Trophy after Malmesbury surrendered it 
unceremoniously when they were dis-
qualified for not fielding registered play-
ers in their last fixture versus Vredendal. 

It was double delight for newly 
crowned Vredenburg Champions when 
both their rugby and netball teams beat 
the Victorians in back-to-back battles. 
The Victorians also had to yield to the 
champions earlier in both league matches. 

The Atlantis Soccer Boys were al-
ways going to be the favourites, and with 
2011 Player of the Year Siyabulela 
Mbenenge in sizzling form, the Victori-

ans were always going to play catch up. 
Even thought the match started 

slowly with both teams sizing up each 
other, surprisingly it was Vredendal who 
almost smell first blood by producing 
some good opportunities, only to be de-
nied by goalkeeper Cameron Hendricks. 

Atlantis’ midfielder Evon Joseps was 
prominent on attack but missed a golden 
opportunity to get the opening goal when 
he missed a long range attempt. Enter the 
lanky midfielder Maphelo Williams. He 
gave Atlantis the lead after persistent 
pressure from the midfielders. 

It was clear the Atlantis Boys drew 
confidence from this and their flowing 
game kicked in, with one attacking after 
another following. Midway through the 
second half Atlantis was rewarded with a 
penalty kick, which Joseps slotted in eas-
ily to give them a 2-0 lead.

A mistimed 
pass from the Victorians saw Atlantis 
intercept; the ball moved up the left flank, 
which saw Mbenenge collected, swerved 
around the Vrdendendal defenders with 
brutal pace and beat a hapless goalkeeper 
Thembiso Dladla, to score his team’s 
third goal, and seal the tournament. 

The girls’ soccer match was as event-
ful as the Malmesbury players contested 
with four players short against the 2010 
champions. They were supposed to be 
taking the field without inspirational cap-
tain Marlene “Liefie” Beukes, but the 
slacky officials did not spot the fact that 
she was issued with a red card in the pre-
vious match. 

But the Malmesbury players showed 
guts, character and determination and 
came out guns blazing. Midfield striker 
Terry-Lee Boltney was the star of the 
show with her defty touches and strong 
runs up-field. 

Tried as she did and normally does, 
Vredendal Player of the Year for 2010 
and 2011, captain Liefie Beukes could 
not prevent her side handed the ultimate 
humiliation, even against seven players. 

There was a great amount of specta-
tors’ interest in the netball showdown 
between the locals’ only title hopes Cit-
rusdal, and the strong Vredenburg girls. 
The furious and entertaining pace had the 
home crowd in stitches, shooter Elizna 
van der Merwe stealing the show for the 
Cities girls. 

But it wasn’t long before the team 
from Vredenburg stepped up their game, 
with Centre Nicole van Boven and assis-
tant goal Onella Mqini leading the fight-
back. Vredenburg prevailed in this in-
tense encounter with 21-12.
